Ever seen a 50 foot fish?
Utila is one of the worlds best
destinations for whale shark
dives. This tiny island, right
off the coast of Honduras, of-
fers a wonderful variety for
underwater adventurers. The
reefs are packed with life and
the corals are in pristine con-
dition. It is not uncommon for
divers to play with manta
rays, swim with dolphins or
gasp at big fish.

Rhincondon typus, the
whale shark, is normally a rare
site in the Caribbean. Many
adventurers travel the world,
hoping to see this amazing
creature. However, most di-
vers aren’t aware that the
banks, which lie north of
Utila, are home to annual ren-
dezvous of the worlds biggest
migratory fishes.

These massive fish, the
worlds largest, grow to the
incredible size of over 50ft in
length. Old Tom, the largest
whale shark frequenting the
waters around Utila, is esti-
mated to be 55ft long and has
a mouth large enough for 3

men to stand upright inside.
Imagine preparing to enter
the water and seeing a
shadow larger than your boat
swimming towards you. Fortu-
nately for divers, these mas-
sive fish are filter feeders and
do not concern themselves
when people swim close by.
Keep in mind that whale
sharks are seen year round,
but your best chances of see-
ing them are during the
months of March-May & Au-
gust—October.

When your taking a break
from your diving adventures,
enjoy the beauty of the island
itself. There’s no shortage of
beaches or palms. The island
is mostly uninhabited except
for the small fishing village of
East Harbour with a popula-
tion of 6,000. Historically
Utila was largely a fishing and
agrarian community. If you
can get it past customs, bring
a small shovel. Apparently, a
pirate named Henry Morgan
buried a treasure somewhere
on the Island around 1655. Let
us know if you hit gold.

Their efforts paid off last
year when Congress passed a
bill updating the Magnuson-

to the MSA improve the pro-
tection of deep-sea corals
and sponges from bottom
trawling and other practices.

Diving Tip:

Concerning the GSM or M-101A, be sure to properly seat the battery cap. If the
battery cap is not correctly fitted then the battery compartment will flood and
corrode the battery contacts. The cap is PROPERLY fitted if the flat side of
the cap is on the front side (to get a good seal) and red o-ring doesn’t show.
(hint: grease the red o-ring before fitting the battery cap)
